MEMORANDUM

The Food, Civil Supplies and Consufner Affairs Department, Govt. of Tripura
vide its Notification No.F.10(1)-P(PD)-DF/2013/14(P)/11480-594, dt.11-08-2014 and
Memorandum No. F.10(1)-P(PD)-DF/2013/14(P)/11142-253, dt.11-08-2014 issued
instructions for ‘interim criteria’ for identification of TPDS beneficiaries under the
National Food Security Act, 2013 and issuance of NFSA Ration Cards. Accordingly, a
tentative target for each Sub-Division for the population to be identified under NFSA
has-also been provided with ruréi and urban break-up by the Food, Civil Supplies and
Consumer Affairs Department.

Now, in order to take up the activity as per above circulars the following
actions should be taken by the'concerned functionaries-

1. A schedule of Activities has been prepared for starting the programme and in
this regard special emphasize has been given in the following 6(six) points.
Like- (@) Sub-Divisional Level Workshop (b) Draft Publication (c) Receipt of
c'[airn's and objections and field enquiry (d) Disposal of claims and objections
through Gram Sabha & Ward Sabha(for urban areas) (e) Publicatian of final list
of TPDS beneficiaries (f) Stamping of the Ration Cards.(The Schedule is
enclosed herewith as Annexure-A). _

2. The commencement date for draft publication has been fixed on 11-09-14 and
it is targeted to be completed by 17" September’2014. Action should be taken
by the Panchayat Secretary(In—charge), Ward Secretary as a Nodal Officer in
the Gram Panchayat Level and Ward Level and BDOs, CEOs and EOs will act as
Nodal Officer for Blocks and Urban Areas respectively.

3. The draft publication is need to be widely publicized and the list of the
identified households/beneficiaries should be displayed at censpicuous and
easily accessible public places like Gram Panchayats, ADC villages, Urban
Areas, Block Offices, SDM Offices and other conspicuous areas.

4. The field enquiry will be done by a responsible Officer to be appointed by the
concerned BDOs, CEOs and EOs for receipt of claims and objection. The receipt
of claims and objection will be started from 12-09-14 to 18-09-14.

5. Thereafter, claims and objections should be disposed through Gram
Sabha/Ward Sabha(in case of Urban areas).
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
